
TOWN OF TALTY

MINUTES OF MARCH 25, 2010
The Town of Talty held a special meeting on Thursday, March 25, 2010, at the Trinity Family Church, I-20 and FM1641, in Talty, Texas.  
I.
The meeting was called to order at 7:06 p.m. by Mayor Carla Milligan and a quorum was announced.  Aldermen present were:  Millie Brice, Larry Farthing, Frank Garrison, and John Jackson.  Kevin Williams was absent due to illness.  Connie Goodwin, town administrator, and Sherry Bagby, town secretary, were also present.  David Berman of Nichols, Jackson, Dillard, Hager & Smith was present for legal advice to Talty.
II.
Carla Milligan recused herself as Mayor and John Jackson, Mayor Pro Tem conducted the discussion regarding the Winners Circle Homeowner’s Association’s (“HOA”) Board’s request for Talty to allow Kaufman County Sheriff’s Department to patrol streets and enforce all traffic laws of the state of Texas on the private roads of Winners Circle subdivision.  Jeffrey Johnston, President of the Winners Circle HOA, stated Kaufman County has asked them for Talty’s permission to patrol the private streets in the town limits.  Mr. Johnston stated that a petition has begun with 136 signatures to date, but that it would be easy to get more signatures in order to obtain 25% as the Board of Aldermen requested.  Mr. Goodwin stated that Kaufman County has not contacted Talty.    During the discussion, it was pointed out that the laws would apply to all vehicles, including 4-wheelers, golf carts, dirt bikes, etc.   Tickets would be written at the discretion of the officer.
If the portion of Winners Circle located in the county were annexed to bring all of Winners Circle into the Town of Talty, the Talty police department could be increased to give police protection to the entire subdivision regardless of the street.  If annexation occurs, the homeowners would save the fee they are currently paying to Kaufman County for fire protection.  Currently, Talty does not have a property tax, and pays for fire protection.  At this time, this expense is not passed on to the residents of Talty.
David Berman stated that in order for this to happen, the HOA Board of Winners Circle would need to pass a resolution stating that all traffic laws and regulations be enforced in their subdivision and the Kaufman County Sheriff Department have an agreement to file tickets in Talty Municipal Court if tickets are written on streets in Talty’s town limits, in order that Talty would get any proceeds from citations.   The aldermen would need to adopt an ordinance.  Kaufman County Sheriff’s Department would need to submit in writing their willingness to patrol winner circle, at no cost to the town, and perform traffic enforcement and agree to file any citations issued within the town limits in Talty Municipal Court instead of the JP court.  Berman stated that he is going by the Texas Transportation Code, Section 542.008, which governs this issue.
A motion was made by Frank Garrison to table this matter until a resolution is presented from Winner Circle HOA to Aldermen.

III.
The Board reviewed the budget and noted that $1,500 was allowed for code enforcement, $1,500 for mowing expense, and $2,500 was budgeted for election.  The Town has cancelled the May 8, 2010 election.   Therefore, the Board discussed transferring the funds to code enforcement.   Mayor Milligan stated that if more money was needed, she would come back to the board for approval.
A Motion was made by John Jackson to transfer $1,200 to code enforcement (mowing) to continue the clean-up efforts and to bring violators in compliance with the Town’s ordinances.
