
ORDINANCE NO. 2007-012
AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF TALTY, TEXAS, AMENDING ORDINANCE 2000-07 (“SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS”) BY AMENDING SECTION 5.02(2), TO ADD A NEW SUBSECTION (g), AND TO AMEND SECTION 6.01(7) TO REPLACE SUBSECTIONS (a) AND (b); PROVIDING FOR SUBDIVISION ENTRYWAYS, TO REQUIRE CURVILINEAR STREETS WITHIN RESIDENTIAL SUBDIVISIONS AND LANDSCAPED BOULEVARDS, AND REVISING STREET AND RIGHT-OF-WAY WIDTHS; PROVIDING A REPEALING CLAUSE; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; AND, PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the governing body of the Town of Talty, in compliance with state laws with reference to amending the Town’s regulations governing subdivisions and subdivision development, have given the requisite notice by publication and otherwise, and after holding due hearings and affording a full and fair hearing to all property owners generally, the governing body of the Town Talty is of the opinion that said subdivision regulations should be amended as provided herein; Now, Therefore, 


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE TOWN OF TALTY, TEXAS:


SECTION 1.
That Ordinance 2000-07, duly adopted by the Board of Aldermen on May 23, 2000, as heretofore amended, be and the same is hereby amended to amend subpart (2) of Section 5.02 (“Final Plat”) to add a new subsection (g), and to amend subpart 7 of Section 6.01 (“Streets”) to replace the preamble and to replace subsections (a) and (b) of subpart (7) with new subsections (a) and (b), without amendment, repeal or change to any other part or provision of Sections 5.02 or 6.01 (7), such that Section 5.02(2)(g), the preamble of Section 6.01(7), and subsections (a) and (b) of Section 6.01(7) shall read in their entirety as follows:
“TOWN OF TALTY, TEXAS

SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS

5.02
Final Plat

. . .

2. The final plat shall contain the following information:

Existing Features Inside Subdivision.

. . .
(g)
Entryways into subdivisions shall be divided and shall contain drought-resistant landscaping.  Entryways shall be paved with colored pavestones, cobblestone or colored stamped concrete. A drastic change in color from the street or highway into the subdivision should be prevalent.

Section 6.
General Requirements and Design Standards
6.01 Streets

. . .

7.
Street Design and Widths:  All streets throughout the subdivision shall be curvilinear in design to discourage to discourage speeding and higher traffic volumes.  Divided streets (“boulevards”) shall have landscaped medians with native trees and drought-resistant plantings.  “Street width” shall be measured from front lot line to front lot line of opposite lots.


a)
Residential Streets:  Minimum right-of-way width shall be 50 feet; the paved portion shall be not less than 30 feet in width with an additional 6 inches on each side for curbs and a minimum concrete thickness of 6 inches.


b)
Residential Collector Streets:  Minimum right-of-way width shall be 60 feet; the paved portion shall be not less than 35 feet in width with an additional 6 inches on each side for curbs and a minimum concrete thickness of 7 inches.
. . .”


SECTION 2.
That all provisions of the ordinances of the Town of Talty in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance be and the same are hereby repealed, and all other provisions of the ordinances of the Town of Talty not in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance shall remain in full force and effect.


SECTION 3.
That should any sentence, paragraph, subdivision, clause, phrase or section of this ordinance be adjudged or held to be unconstitutional, illegal or invalid, the same shall not affect the validity of this ordinance as a whole, or any part or provision hereof other than the part so decided to be invalid, illegal or unconstitutional, and shall not affect the validity of the ordinances of the Town or the Subdivision Regulations as a whole.


SECTION 5.
This ordinance shall take effect immediately from and after its passage and the publication of the caption, as the law in such cases provides.
